PRIORTO INSTALLATION

1- For best results, we recommends that this unit be installed by a licensed, professional plumber.

2- Please read over these instructions thoroughly before beginning installation. Make sure that you have all
tools and supplies needed to complete the installation.

3- Please flush the water system to ensure that no metal swarf, solder, and other impurities can enter the
faucet that might damage the cartirdge. (Most of the leakages and water flow issues are from avoilding
this very necessary step).

4-Turn off the hot and cold water lines at the angle valve and turn on the old faucet to release any built-up
pressure.

5- Keep this booklet and the receipt (or other proof of date and place of purchase) for this product in a safe
place. The receipt is required should it be necessary to request warranty parts.

6- Please keep the box and packaging materials until your product is completely installed and functional.

Cleaning and Care

Clean the faucet often with a soft cloth to keep it looking like new. For heavy cleaning you can use mild liquid detergents or
non-abrasive liquid polisher. Rinse with water and dry with a soft cloth. Avoid abrasive cleaners, steel wool and harsh chemi-
cals as these will dull the finish and void your warranty.

Faucet Installation

Shut off water suppliers. Remove the old faucet, clean the
mounting surface.

Note: For first time install, flush the pipes first by
open the angel valve to run 60s.

Remove the mounting hardware from the mounting
pipe.

m For Single-Hole Sinks:

Put the rubber O-ring into the bottom gap of faucet then
Insert faucet into faucet hole.

E For Three-Hole Sinks:

Place stainless (non-staining) deck plate and deck plate
gasket onto sink, secure it with silicone.
Note: the deck plate need purchase seprately.

Position the flexible hose as shown and fix it to the
faucet.

Connect and tighten the supply hoses by using two
adjustable wrenches (avoid twisting or kinking). Turn on
the angle valve and check for leaks.

Note: Do not remove the net filter that attached into
the connecting end!




Faucet Installation

Adjust position of faucet body if necessary, Then tighten
the mounting nuts with phillips screwdriver until snug.

Connect and tighten the supply hoses by using two
adjustable wrenches (avoid twisting or kinking).

Note: Do not remove the net filter that attached into
the connecting end!
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Turn on water suppliers. Place a bucket below outlet
tube, slowly open and close the supply angle valves, This
will prevent debris from being lodged in the hose and
sprayer.

Click

Shut off water suppliers. Push the handspray hose(A) into
the quick connector(B) until you hear a click sound. Make
sure it’s secured.

Install the hose weight on the outlet side of the hose,
suggested installation postion is marked on the hose.
Test the handspray hose. If it does not retract smooth-
ly, reposition the weight.

Turn on the water suppliers, Shut off the faucet and check
for leaks.







Trouble-Shooting

If you've followed the instructions carefully and your faucet still does not work properly, take these corrective
steps.

Problem Cause Action

Unscrew aerator to check rubber packing or replace
Low flow Aerator or Filter may be clogged aerator.
(Note: some models require wrench to remove aerator.)

Faucet leaks from under |Bonnet nut has come loose or Remove handle and cap. Using a wrench, ensure bonnet
handle cartridge needs to be reseated nut is tight.

Replace cartridge. When reinstalling parts, make sure
bonnet nut is tightened securely with a wrench.
